(San Diego, CA) An opportunity for a young company like MOXIE to produce a show in residence at the La Jolla Playhouse comes once in a lifetime. With a reputation for producing bold and imaginative new works of theatre, MOXIE wanted to make sure they selected something that represented their brand and showed off what they did best. “We’re always limited by the size of the space and the length of time we can afford to run a show.  It isn’t very profitable to cast a huge show and build an elaborate set if you can only run the show for three weeks. This time we’re not as limited by space or time and so we’re letting our imaginations run wild,” says MOXIE Artistic Director Delicia Turner Sonnenberg who co-directs the West Coast Premiere of Drink Me or The Strange Case of Alice Times Three along with MOXIE Associate Artistic Director Jennifer Eve Thorn. MOXIE steps out with their second event and the first full production of their residency at the La Jolla Playhouse August 20 – September 27, 2009 – and it’s big, bold and filled with black magic.
Drink Me or The Strange Case of Alice Times Three is a wildly imaginative and darkly comic murder mystery. This play is a salute to the classic murder mystery and detective story, with a twist of black magic. Eight actors transport the audience to the dark streets of London where thousands of men are disappearing and the voices of three sisters echo eerily in the night. “The play is deliciously dark and funny” says co-director, Jennifer Eve Thorn.  The playwright Mary Fengar Gail won “Outstanding New Play” at the San Diego Critics Circle Awards for Devil Dog Six produced at MOXIE Theatre in 2007. Gail’s unique approach to female characters makes her a perfect match for MOXIE and their mission to create more honest and diverse images of women. “The playwright's darkly humorous dramas delineate few boundaries for their women. Her female characters are smart, powerful and assertive, and are just as often misguided, foolhardy or downright wicked.”- San Diego Union-Tribune 
Previews begin Aug 20, 2009 and Opening Night is Aug 29 at 7pm with a post-show reception; the play runs through Sept 27, 2009 in the Studio Forum Theatre at the La Jolla Playhouse.

Mary Fengar Gail (Playwright) Ms. Gail's plays include Drink Me, Touch of Rapture, Gift of a Thousand Tongues, The Island of No Tomorrows, The Judas Tree, and The Spell Caster. She has had workshops and productions at various theatres including the Sundance Institute, the New York Stage and Film Company, the Eugene O'Neill National Playwrights Conference, the Collaborative Arts Project 21, MultiStages and the Abingdon Theatre of New York, the InterAct Theatre of Philadelphia, the Salt Lake Acting Company, The Utah Shakespearean Festival, the Moxie Theatre of San Diego, and the Kitchen Dog Theatre of Dallas. Ms. Gail recently received commissions from South Coast Repertory of Costa Mesa and the National New Play Network, as well as a playwriting fellowship from the California Arts Council. She has moved to New York where she is working with the New Jersey Repertory Company on the musical, Soul on Vinyl, with the composer, Dennis McCarthy. NJ Rep has also produced Touch of Rapture and staged readings of Opaline, The Wormwood Chronicle, and Devil Dog Six.
Jennifer Eve Thorn (Director) (Associate Artistic Director and Marketing Director for MOXIE) Jennifer is a director, actress and a playwright.  Recent directing credits for MOXIE Theatre include The Sugar Syndrome, Victoria Martin Math Team Queen (Patte Award for Outstanding Direction) Devil Dog Six (with Esther Emery) (San Diego Critic’s Circle Award for Best New Play), Fall, Dog Act (with Delicia Turner Sonnenberg). Jennifer is the recent recipient of a Global Leadership Award from the YPO International for an event MOXIE co-produced and she directed How I Learned to Drive- A Lesson For Life. Assistant Directing credits include Story Theatre (North Coast Rep Theatre with David Ellenstein), Kimberly Akimbo (6th at Penn Theatre/MOXIE Theatre with Delicia Turner Sonnenberg), Othello (San Diego Women’s Rep with Delicia Turner Sonnenberg), Who’s Afraid of Virginia Woolf (San Diego Rep Theatre with Todd Salovey). She studied directing with Clair Davidson at the College of Santa Fe in New Mexico. 

Delicia Turner Sonnenberg (Director) is a founder and Artistic Director of MOXIE Theatre. She was recently awarded the Des McAnuff New Visions Award for her risk-taking leadership at MOXIE Theatre and her body of work in 2006. Before MOXIE, Delicia worked as Artistic Associate for San Diego Repertory Theatre as a part of the TCG’s New Generations Program: Future Leaders. Delicia was twice a recipient of the Van Lier Directing Fellowship in New York and is an alumna of the New York Drama League’s Directors Program. Some San Diego directing credits include The Butcher of Baraboo, Bleeding Kansas, The Listener, Bluebonnet Court (co-pro with Diversionary Theatre), Rhubarb, The Treatment, Pulp(w/Jason Southerland – co-pro with Diversionary), Gibson Girl, Dog Act (w/ Jen Thorn),  and Kimberly Akimbo all for MOXIE Theatre; Fences for Cygnet Theatre; Miss Witherspoon, The Good Body, Intimate Apparel and Proof (w/Sam Woodhouse)  for San Diego REP;  Fit to be Tied for Diversionary Theatre;  Hamlet and Prelude to A Kiss for New Village Arts; Sophocles' Antigone, Euripides’ Children of Heracles translated by Marianne MacDonald, and the much-awarded Kimberly Akimbo  for 6th @ Penn Theatre; and many plays for the Playwrights Project and Fritz Blitz.
